u The cost is $125 per person. While this may seem high
it is well worth the price. It is the equivalent of receiving
golf instruction from Tiger Woods, Ernie Els & Tom
Watson and the tennis equivalent of instruction from
Andy Roddick, Pete Sampras & Andre Agassi. You are
GUARANTEED to come away with greater knowledge
and enjoyment for the game no matter what your playing
level and experience are.

u Do not be intimidated by the 3-hour session. These
teaching professionals are experts at teaching to all levels
of the game. Children interested in the sport are also
encouraged to participate.

u The ideal is to sign up in groups of 4-5 per session with
people who you might normally play with at a similar
playing level. We want to “overbook” each court due to
the cancellation/no show factor but if all 5 of you show
up it’s no problem because of their instruction prowess.
The instructors will take your group through a series of
drills that at the end of the session will make you say “I
just want to spend my entire winter living & playing right
here at the paddle courts.”

u We are going to open this up to paddle players outside
of the club to ensure that we fill all of the slots but NACC
members will have first choice. Be sure to book early so
that you can get the slot that you want. We realize that
the men’s closing golf is on Sunday, October 19 but
there are plenty of slots available on Friday night and all
day Saturday so that men golfers will not miss out.
